Once planted, it had wet feet until the end of July. The plot
received 3.7 inches above normal rainfall, and it was all
after planting. With the wet conditions, pollination was
affected with tip back. Then it turned into drought-like
conditions. Ears were narrow and had very small kernel
size. Rust then set in and added to the stress. Plants stood
tall and were not lodged with ears high on the stalk. There
was no weed pressure. Jason said that with all the wrong

conditions, it added up to what you see here.
