TEST COMMENTS:

Planting conditions were excellent here. Rain fell a few
days after planting, and the soil profile received excessive
rainfall from planting through June. The post-emergence
broadleaf herbicides worked on half the plot site, but,

unfortunately, wet conditions allowed waterhemp

overtake the corn in the other half of the plot. Corn lodging
was minimal. Two replicates were dropped due to weed
pressure. Due to high variance in the test, the results

should be used with caution.
