This strip-till location was planted on May 13th in dry
conditions. A decent amount of rain after planting helped
kick off emergence. Some variation was seen during stand
counts, but nothing major. At harvest, the plot showed a
few green stems, mild tar spot, slight tip-back, and a small
amount of fungus on a few hybrids, but none of it appeared
to impact yield. The corn stood tall with huge ears and
excellent root structure, resulting in high yields. Curtis did a
wonderful job managing this farm!
